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Why is the Recycling
Centre being
redeveloped?

It's a legal requirement for the City Council to
provide a place for residents to take their
waste. Planning permission for the current Port
Solent Recycling Centre runs out at the end of
2008. We have looked at options for
developing a new site but there are very few
places in the city to put onel The best option
is to improve the current centre, subject to a
succesful planning application.

What changes will be
made?

Plans for the centre will make it easier to use,
reduce queuing times and help us recycle
much more. The aim is to make it the best
Recycling Centre on the south coast, using
eco-design to make it as green as possible.
Plans include a new, onsite queing road to
reduce traffic in Port Solent, high-security
fencing and covered walkways to protect you
from the weather. Environmentally-friendly
materials and local labour will be used to
make the changes where possible.

Will the landfill site
open again?

No! The old landfill and the Recycling Centre
are two completely different sites. The landfill
site is being restored and will eventually be
opened as parkland. The new Recycling
Centre will be designed to fit in and will
include tree planting to screen it.

Who will pay for it?

The revamp will be paid for from a central
government grant not from local council tax.
